1. READ the Hebrew words, out loud.           Repeat until not stumbling or pausing.
If having trouble, do just a few words at a time.

2. SAY the names of the trope symbol on each word.  Repeat until you don't have to look any up.

3. SING the names of the trope symbol on each word.      Repeat until not stumbling or pausing.

4. COMBINE the Hebrew and melody of the trope symbols on each word. 
Repeat until not stumbling or pausing.   Do this only when very comfortable with steps 1-3.

5. (Torah readings only) Sing it from the Torah side. 
Repeat until you don't have to look back at the Hebrew side. 
Do this only when very comfortable with step 4.
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
